• Always turn off the mains supply before commencing work.

Dia:1

1. Remove the cover by rotating anti-clock wise.
2. Connect the mains in and load out wires according to Dia:1.

Switch the mains supply OFF first to prevent electric shock.

N = Neutral ‘IN’
L = Live ‘IN’
A = Output to Load

This product uses an infra-red heat detector. The detector senses ‘warmth movement’ in the 
surrounding area when it is dark. When movement is detected the sensor is activated and 
triggers the connected load. It has a built in photo-cell that can identify day and night.

As the detector responds to changes in temperature, avoid the following 
situations:-

• Avoid pointing the detector towards objects with highly reflective surfaces, 
such as mirrors etc.

• Avoid mounting the detector near heat sources, such as heating vents, air 
conditioning units, lights etc.

• Avoid pointing the detector towards objects that may move in the wind, 
such as curtains, tall plants etc.

TESTING

ADJUSTING THE ‘LUX’ CONTROL
1. Turning Lux control fully clock wise, the sensor will operate in both daylight and 

darkness.
2. Turning Lux control fully anti-clockwise, the sensor will operate in darkness only.
3. Set control to operate at your required daylight level.

ADJUSTING THE ‘TIME ON’ CONTROL
1. Turning the time control fully anti-clock wise will set the on duration to 10 seconds

+/- 3 seconds.
2. Turning the time control fully clock wise will set the on duration to 15 minutes +/- 2

minutes.
Replace cover by positioning cover and rotating clockwise.

TROUBLE SHOOTING
Light not coming on
• Check that lamp is good.
• Check there is nothing obscuring the PIR sensor.
Intermittent operation
• Check there are no curtains that can move in the wind.
• Check there are no heating vents nearby.

1. Turn ‘Time’ control fully anti-
clockwise and ‘Lux’ control fully 
clock wise, refer to Dia: 3.

2. Re-connect mains supply, allow 30 seconds for the sensor to warm-up, and 
then perform a walk-by in front of the sensor; lamp should turn on and stay on 
for approximately 10 seconds, and will go off if no further movement is 
detected.

3. Secure the sensor back plate to the wall using 
two wood screws (ensure there is no
wiring/gas/water services directly behind the 
screws) Dia:2.
